Who can apply?

We welcome applications from voluntary organisations which meet the following criteria:

Groups which are constituted and have a bank account with at least 2 (non-related) signatories AND independently examined accounts for, at least, the last financial year.
Applicants must demonstrate local partnership working and priority will be given to groups applying for new activities. 
What kinds of projects will the Trust consider?
The project must fit in with more than 1 of the following Trust priorities and the application should describe how you will meet these priorities:
· Making Wester Hailes Safer for the community   

· Making the community better together  

· Tackling Legal highs  

· Addressing transport issues  

· Making better use of IT   

· Community facilities and unused land
The project must have community wide benefit or be for the benefit of a specific group, e.g. all older people in the community. 

The project must demonstrate local partnership work.

The project must have a lasting impact on the local community. 

The Trust will consider funding all reasonable costs associated with a project including salary costs.

What is excluded?
The Trust does not normally provide grants for the following:

· All core property costs, such as new buildings, property repairs, extensions, alterations, property rental, rates etc.

· Disbursement to other agencies.

· General appeals.
Reporting
If you are successful in your application a reporting template will be supplied for a Mid-project progress report and an End of project report. Please also record your project through pictures and/or videos. 

Other points to note
Only one application for an organisation will normally be considered in a twelve-month period.
